Avoid The Lineups
EASIER WAYS TO PAY FEES

With the large increase in the number of students attending TRU, the volume of work
alone can create line-ups. When the majority of students leave such things as
paying fees to the last minute, the lines only get longer. Do it earlier, if you can,

and try to pick ‘off-hours’ when there usually isn’t such a line-up!

For your convenience, please consider any of these alternatives

for paying your tuition fees:

Drop it offMoney orders or personal cheques made payable to TRU along with

a copy of your semester registration or a completed Fees Payment Form can be left
with the Campus Cashier, for processing later. Be sure your student number is on your
cheque or money order.

Telephonebu can pay by telephone, using Visa, MasterCard, or American Express,
by calling 250.392.8030 during regular business hours (9am-4pm). Once again,
please have your student number, balance owing information, credit card number,
and expiry date. Don’t leave it to the last minute; otherwise, the line-up will be on the
phone lines! Please do not leave your credit card information on the voicemail.

In personfyou are paying in person at the Campus Cashier, consider that:
Cash payment requires you to stand in the line-up until the Cashier can assist you.
Check the hours of opening, and try to pick an ‘off-hour’. The best way to avoid a
line-up is to not wait for the deadline and to pay your fees in full when you register.

Payment can be made using cash, cheque, debit card, Visa, MasterCard,

or American Express. Be sure to have your student number and balance owing
information available when you are at the Campus Cashier, or when using

the telephone. Bank debit cards require personal attendance at the

Cashier in order to enter your P.L.N.

Registration

You will receive a letter indicating how to register.
Registration takes place in June and July for both the Fall and Winter Semesters.

Commitment Fee

Students are required to pay a $300 commitment fee prior to registering or
being wait-listed for the Fall Semester. The $300 commitment fee will be applied
as a deposit toward Fall tuition with the balance due by September 2, 2011.

Fee deferrals for the commitment fee are not available.

Students who wish to register for or remain only in their
winter semester courses must pay a $300 commitment fee.

Students who will be sponsored are not required to pay the commitment fee as long as
they provide written proof of sponsorship before or at the time of registration.
Students in a University Preparation Program are not required to pay the commitment fee.

Payment Deadlines
Fall Semester
The deadline for payment of the balance of Fall Semester fees is 4pm September 2, 2011.

Winter Semester
The deadline for payment of Winter Semester fees is 4pm December 2, 2011.

If Fees Not Paid

Students whose fees have not been paid in full, or who do not have a fee deferral, or
do not have sponsorship in place by the payment deadline may have their registration
cancelled and their space made available to students in the following order of priority:
a) wait-listed students

b) new registrants from the late applicant group

Reinstatement

Fall Semester

Students who wish to be reinstated after September 30, 2011 will be levied

a reinstatement fee of $150. The last date for reinstatement is December 2, 2011.
Winter Semester

Students who wish to be reinstated after January 31, 2012 will be levied

a reinstatement fee of $150. The last date for reinstatement is April 6, 2012.

Refunds
Semesterized Programs
Note: You must advise the Registrar’s Office before a refund is processed.
a) Withdrawal before August 2, 2011 will be subject to a 100% refund of fees paid.
b) Withdrawal from August 2, 2011 until the end of the second week of instruction
will be subject to a 100% refund of fees less the commitment fee.
¢) Winter semester withdrawal before December 2, 2011 will be subject to a
100% refund of fees paid for the winter semester less the commitment fee, if applicable.

d) Withdrawal from December 2, 2011 until the end of the second week
of instruction for the winter semester will be subject to a 100% refund of
fees less the commitment fee, if applicable.

e) Withdrawal after the end of the second week of instruction in Fall and Winter
- no refund.

Summer Session/Semester

Full course fees must be paid by April 30, 2012 when you enroll for courses in
Summer Session, unless a fee deferral is arranged. Course registrations may
be cancelled if payment is not made or deferral is not in place by the fee deadline.

»A $500 commitment fee (to be applied to your Fall tuition) must be paid within
21 days of the date of billing following admission to the program. Fee deferrals
for the commitment fee are not available. Students who have a sponsorship
letter in place are not required to pay the commitment fee.

> Should the commitment fee not be paid within the 21 day period, the student’s
offer of admission will be cancelled and the seat will be offered to the next student
on the wait list.

» Students who do not pay within the 21 day period may contact the
Registrar’s Office at a later date to see if seats remain available.

Payment Deadlines

Fall Semester

The balance of Fall Semester fees are due and payable by
4pm September 2, 2011.

Winter Semester

Full fees due and payable by 4pm December 2, 2011.

If Fees Not Paid

Students whose fees have not been paid in full by September 2, 2011
or do not have a fee deferral or sponsorship in place, may have their
registration cancelled and their space made available to other students.

Reinstatement

Fall Semester

Students who wish to be reinstated after September 30, 2011
will be assessed a maximum reinstatement fee of $150.

The last date for reinstatement is December 2, 2011.

Winter Semester

Students who wish to be reinstated after January 31, 2012
will be assessed a maximum reinstatement fee of $150.
The last date for reinstatement is April 6, 2012.

Refunds
Semesterized Limited Enrollment Programs

Note: A signed Program Withdrawal form must be
returned to the Registrar’s Office before a refund is processed.

a) Withdrawal before August 2, 2011 will be subject
to a refund of $200 of the $500 commitment fee paid.

b) Withdrawal from August 2, 2011 until the end of the second week of instruction
will be subject to a 100% refund of fees less the commitment fee paid.

¢) Withdrawal after the end of the second week of instruction - no refund.

d) Winter semester withdrawal before December 2, 2011 will be
subject to a 100% refund of fees paid for the winter semester.

Trades, Foundations & Apprenticeships:

Program Payment & Refund Procedures

Trades and Foundations

A $500 Commitment fee (to be applied towards your total fees owed) must be paid within 21 days of
receipt of the Commitment fee notice to guarantee your seat in your program of study. The total amount of
fees owed is based on the overall length of your program of study with billing being processed as follows:
Trades

Programs 7 months or less in length must pay their fees in full upon billing due date.

Trades
Programs 8 months or longer will be billed in full and must pay their fees either in
full or in two installments due on the dates stipulated.

Refunds - Trades and Foundations Programs

a) Withdrawal a minimum of 30 days prior to the start of the program will result in a
$200 partial refund of the $500 Commitment fee paid.

b) If the withdrawal takes place less than 30 days before the start of the program,
no portion of the Commitment fee will be refunded.

¢) Ifthe withdrawal takes place within 14 days of the start of the program, a full refund
of fees less the $500 Commitment fee will be provided.

d) If the withdrawal takes place after 14 days into a 7 month or less program, no refund
of fees paid will be provided.

e) If the withdrawal takes place after 14 days into an 8 month or longer program,
no refund of fees for the first term will be provided.

Apprenticeship
Full fees must be paid 60 days prior to the start of the program.

a) Refunds for Apprenticeship programs: Any withdrawal taking place a minimum of
30 days prior to the start of your class will receive a full refund. Any withdrawal taking
place less than 30 days before the start of class or after the start of class will result in
the loss of the full fees paid.

Fee Deferral Information

The Financial Aid & Awards Office is responsible for the approval of fee deferrals.

Students who cannot pay the balance of their fees by the deadline dates and who have been approved
for full-time student loans through Student Aid BC prior to the start of classes. For a loan amount greater
than their total fees owing, students will have their fees deferred automatically. Students who can
provide proof of funding from a province other than BC may also be granted a fee deferral.

Where fees are deferred for students on semesterized programs,
the schedule of payment is as follows:

Semester Full Balance Deadline

Fall 2011 ..o Friday, September 23, 2011

Winter 2012.... Wednesday, January 25, 2012 (8 & 9-month programs)
Winter 2012.............. Friday, February 10, 2012 (10-month programs)

Applying for Student Loans?

Students are strongly advised to apply two months in advance of their
fee payment/fee deferral deadline.
