 Be a Canadian Citizen or Permanent Resident

have received another TRU Entrance Scholarship are not eligible for these awards.  

 

The award recipients will have the value of the award credited to their account on a semesterized basis: the 

awards will be applied as a tuition reduction of $1,000 for full-time students and $500 for part-time students at 

the start of classes in the Fall 2018 semester. The remaining amount will be applied as a tuition reduction for the 

Winter 2018 semester.
