	AVP Research Report: Internal Research Awards have been adjudicated: 52 applications in total, 42 for Research & Scholarly Teaching and 10 for Teaching and Professional Development; 24 applications were funded (total of 38 investigators), 5 community partners, 7 different faculties were represented (top 2 being Arts and Science).
Decanal Grants Tracking and compliance -  T.Fuller will work with the Deans for Arts and SoBE to ensure that these grants are  reviewed for compliance issues and to ensure they are registered in Romeo
CRC Chair – A letter has been written to the Deans to solicit feedback on where the proposed Chair will fit best into the university

A CFI coordinating committee will be struck to review the allocation of the funding and make final decisions on spending

LEEF Chair is nearly complete, the letter of offer should be going out today with completion within the next 1-2 days

Research Office is preparing for the next cycle of Tri Council Grant applications. Grant Development Officer is being recruited and we hope to have position filled by end of summer

Collaboration work with UBCO, UNBC and Emily Carr is ongoing


	

	
	
	

	NEW BUSINESS
	a.USRA & UREAP Deadlines -  N.Mora-Diez: USRA and UREAP deadlines should be coordinated better and a sequenced approximately 2 weeks apart to help students and faculty members in organizing research projects. Committee agreed to review deadlines
b. Research Data Centres – E.Latif: Committee to explore the possibility of partnering with other universities to enable TRU access to the consortium of research centres
	

	
	c. Application procedure/forms for Internal Research Fund – N.Mora-Diez: Committee agreed to review the form and the process to ensure a cleaner process for the next competition. The workshop that was held was very beneficial and will be offered again for next year’s competition.
C.Adams spoke to the Internal Research Fund for the Teaching & Professional Development competition. A single adjudication committee for both competitions may work better in the future.
