Presentations are limited to 3 minutes maximum.

Presentations that go over 3 minutes will be disqualified.

Presentations can be spoken, or in the form of a poem, rap, song ...

Presentations must be based on original student research (presenting someone else’s
work will not be accepted).

a. Research done as part of a course project will be considered, however, preference
will be given to students who conducted their own original research (i.e., UREAP, USRA,
Directed Studies, Research Assistant, Research Apprentice, Community Engaged
Research Fellow, Knowledge Makers, Honours Thesis)
