COURSE PLANNING
The best information on this topic can be found at http://www.tru.ca/advising.html.  This site has tutorials on becoming a part of TRU (Step One), Departmental Requirements (see Tourism!) as well as Timetabling and Registration.  The tutorials are all self-paced slide shows that give you tips so that you can take charge of your education.
If you just need a quick reference, follow the steps below:

1. What classes does my program require? 
· Check your Student Program Plan handout.  
· If you have lost it, go online to get one for any Tourism Management Program at http://www.tru.ca/tourism/management/downloads.html
2. What have I completed? 

· Check your myTRU account to see your completed courses, or go to the Registrar’s Office (in Old Main) to request an unofficial transcript
· Update your Student Program Plan with this information.  This will clearly show you what is remaining.
3. What classes are offered this semester? 
· Check online at http://www.tru.ca/admreg/course_schedules.html.  Look at the “Please read first” link prior to navigating the course schedule. There is also a video tutorial.
· To read course descriptions, use the “View Catalogue Entry” link within the course schedules link.  Alternately, see the Calendar for all campus based course descriptions http://www.tru.ca/calendar/current/index.html 
· Look at course prerequisites and plan accordingly!  
That’s all there is to it. Use your plan to find out what you need…keep it updated so you know what you have completed…and then course plan for what is remaining.  Use the course schedules to see when the courses you need are offered as well as to check prerequisites.
After this, you will:

· Timetable your courses

· Gain course approvals from your advisor (if needed)
· Canadian students need approval for 3000-4000 level courses

· International students need approval for all courses

· Wait to receive your registration date (from the Registrar’s Office)

· Register anytime after these date provided (earlier is better if you want to ensure that you are not waitlisted!)

Remember to plan & register for Fall and Winter at the same time!

Frequently Asked Questions:

How do I pick a section?
· Start with courses that only offer one section & work the others around them
· Pick the section that does not conflict with other courses or is not waitlisted
· Check to see if there are special sections for TOURISM
· If all the above works, go with what fits your lifestyle!
What happens if course times conflict?

· Keep picking other sections/required courses until you have a conflict free schedule
What if I am waitlisted?

· If you cannot avoid selecting a course that is waitlisted, choose the section with the shortest waitlist!
· You will be contacted if you get into the course prior to its start
· If you have not received a confirmation before class starts, go to the first class to speak to the instructor for more information

What if I do not meet the prerequisite(s)?

· Prerequisites are put on courses that require specific knowledge before you take the course.  If you do not have the prerequisite, you will not have optimized your opportunity for success in the course.  Choose something else.
What are electives?

· A course taken towards a degree program that is not specified by the curriculum 
· Electives can come from HMGT, ADVG, EVNT or TMGT courses or they can vary to other disciplines…economics, languages, sociology, physical education, theatre, etc.

· Lower level courses begin with a 1 or a 2 (1000-2000 level)

· Upper level courses begin with a 3 or a 4 (3000-4000 level)

Who needs to get approval from the Tourism Management Program Advisor?

· All international tourism management students

· Canadian tourism management students that want 3000-4000 level courses

· Students looking at special circumstances (ie studying abroad, transfer credits, taking course overloads, Open Learning equivalencies, etc.) 

My courses are selected…how do I register?

· Canadian tourism students register using myTRU (in person, by email or by phone are alternatives). The tutorials include how to use myTRU to register.
